Fireworks Bill Passes First Test in the House 
 
HB07-1092, Concerning the Authority of County Governments to Regulate Fireworks (Cerbo), was 
heard by House Local Government Committee on February 8th and was passed unamended to 
the Committee of the Whole a 7-4 vote. 
 
Testifying in support of the Bill was the Division of Fire Safety, the Boulder County and Douglas 
County Attorney’s Offices, Jefferson County Sheriffs Office (on behalf of the County Sheriffs of 
Colorado), Colorado Association of Chiefs of Police, CSFCA, FMAC, and CCI.  There was also 
one citizen witness that supported the Bill, and four fireworks licensees that testified against it. 
 
Even though we were successful in getting this bill out of committee, our collective efforts were 
hampered by the lack of good data demonstrating the impact of fireworks, in terms of fires, 
property loss, injuries, the impact of enforcement activities, and societal costs, etc.  
 
Voting for the bill were Representatives Curry, Gagliardi, Peniston, Soper, Witwer, McKinley, and 
Hodge.  Voting against were Representatives Bob Gardner, Garza Hicks, Looper, and Summers. 
 
Now that the Bill is moving to the floor of the House for consideration, it would be helpful if you 
would contact your House member(s) and express your support for the Bill. 
 
Survey Posted for Volunteer and Combination Chiefs Regarding HB07-1153 
 
Representative Rob Witwer of Jefferson County is sponsoring legislation this year to provide a tax 
rebate for volunteer firefighters.   
 
HB07-1153, Concerning A Tax Rebate For Volunteer Firefighters would allow a qualified volunteer 
firefighter to apply for a tax rebate through the department of revenue in the amount of $125 
per year for 2 consecutive years (for the 2007-08 and 2008-09 fiscal years).  As proposed, the 
primary source of funding for this legislation is the Operational Account of the Severance Tax 
Fund.   
 
The Colorado State Fire Chiefs’ Association is conducting a survey of fire chiefs of volunteer and 
combination fire departments to determine the level of support for this legislative initiative.  Your 
participation in this very short and easy to complete survey will assist the CSFCA Board of 
Directors in developing a strategy concerning this issue, and is greatly appreciated.

HB07-1031 Concerning Length of Service Awards for Bona Fide Volunteers who Provide 

Qualified Emergency Services. (Witwer, Tochtrop) 
 

Assignment: Senate Local Government Position: Support 
 
Bill Summary: Specifies that a governing body of an emergency service provider may adopt and 
administer a volunteer service award plan for bona fide volunteers who provide qualified emergency 
services so long as the plan is in compliance with federal internal revenue requirements. If the governing 
body of an emergency service provider establishes such an award plan, requires the governing body to 
invest the public moneys held to pay the awards pursuant to existing law governing the investment of 
such public moneys. 
 
Update:  HB 1031 passed 3rd Reading in the House on January 23rd and was introduced in the Senate.  It 
has been calendared to be heard by Senate Local Government Committee on Tuesday, February 13, 
2007 at 2:00 p.m. in Room 353.

SB07-007 Concerning the Qualification as a Volunteer Firefighter for Purposes of a Volunteer 

Firefighter Pension Plan. (Taylor, Witwer) 
 

Assignment: Senate Business, Labor and Technology Position: Support 
 
Bill Summary: In the case of a municipality or district volunteer firefighter pension plan, modifies the 
existing definition of a "volunteer firefighter". Identifies additional types of benefits and payments that 
are excluded from the definition of "compensation".   
 
Update:  SB 007 was heard by Senate Business, Labor and Technology Committee yesterday.  The Bill 
passed out of committee unanimously, with a simple amendment (on page 3, lines 3 and 4 of the bill), 
that read as follows:  “(IV) Nominal fees or benefits paid on a per-call basis or as part of an annual merit 
or recognition award program OR OTHER INCENTIVE AWARD PROGRAM.” 
 
SB 007 passed 2nd reading on February 9th and is scheduled for 3rd reading and final passage in the 
Senate on Monday, February 12th. 
 
 
SB07-043 Concerning An Exemption From Civil Liability For Certain Health Care Providers Who 

Render Emergency Assistance To Persons Injured In Scholastically Sponsored 
Competitive Sports (Mitchell, Todd) 
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Assignment: House Judiciary Position: Support 
 
Bill Summary: Exempts from civil liability certain licensed health care providers who, in good faith and 
without compensation, render emergency care or emergency assistance, including sideline or on-field 
care as a team health care provider, to an individual injured from engaging in a competitive sport 
sponsored by a school, college, or university. 
 
Update: This Bill was heard in Senate Judiciary Committee on January 24, 2007.  Chief Jerry Rhodes of 
the Cunningham Fire Protection District, testified on behalf of the CSFCA.  On urging from the CSFCA, 
the sponsor (Sen. Mitchell) agreed to an amendment to include Paramedics, EMT’s and EMT-I’s to those 
covered by the bill, since the Good Samaritan Act does not apply to persons who render emergency 
care to a patient they are obligated to provide care for. 
 
The Bill was amended in committee to include any person who is licensed as a health care provider 
under Title 12, C.R.S. and to extend the applicability to any league, club, or organization that promotes 
sporting events.  Since EMT’s are not licensed under Title 12, but certified under Title 25, the Bill was 
amended on 2nd reading to address this.  The Bill was also amended on 2nd Reading to state the intent is 
to clarify and not to expand or limit the scope of the Good Samaritan Act.  The Bill passed 3rd Reading in 
the Senate on January 30th and was introduced in the House. 
 
SB 043 has calendared to be heard by the House Judiciary Committee on February 14, 2007, upon 
adjournment from the floor.

HB07-1152, Concerning The Authorization Of Special Districts Organized 32, Colorado Revised Statutes, 
To Impose Under Title Impact Fees Pursuant To Existing Statutory Provisions Authorizing Such Fees To Be 
Levied By Other Local Governments (Stafford), was also heard by House Local Government Committee.  
The sponsor indicated that she was working with opponents and proponents on an amendment that will 
limit the applicability to fire protection districts.   Testifying in support of this Bill (in concept) was CSFCA, 
FMAC and SDA.  Testifying against was the homebuilders association.  Following testimony, the Bill was 
taken off the table to allow the Sponsor to work with the parties on an amendment. 
 
HB07-1117, Concerning The Requirement That A Protective Helmet Be Worn By A Person Under Eighteen 
Years Of Age During The Operation of Certain Vehicles (Primavera) was amended by House 
Transportation & Energy Committee and passed to the Committee of the Whole on an 8-5 vote.  HB 
1117 is calendared for 2nd Reading on Monday, February 12th.

New Bill Added to Status Sheet for Monitoring 
 
HB07-1199 Concerning "Uniform Emergency the Enactment of the Volunteer Health 

Practitioners Act". (McGihon, Shaffer) 
 

Assignment: Health and Human Services Position: Monitor 
 
Bill Summary: Enacts the "Uniform Emergency Volunteer Health Practitioners Act", drafted by the 
national conference of commissioners on uniform state laws. Allows a health care practitioner who is 
licensed in another state to volunteer to provide assistance in this state for the duration of an 
emergency requiring substantial health care assistance if such other state has a registry listing for the 
volunteer that conforms to certain standards. 
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Designates the division of emergency management in the department of local affairs as the lead 
implementing agency for Colorado. Gives the division rule-making authority.
